ORDER

A review of the complaint filed in this matter reveals that there was no misconduct
on the part of the judge. The record shows that the complainant filed numerous and
repetitive petitions and motions following his conviction in 2002, claiming, among other
things, that his sentence was illegal, that he had an ongoing right to counsel in a second
appeal, that his time to file another motion should be extended, and his prison sentence
should run concurrent with probation. The complainant argued that the judge, who is no
longer on the criminal bench, should be disciplined for failing to rule promptly on his recent
motions. The record shows that any delay in ruling was insufficient to justify disciplinary
action. 

The complaint is dismissed pursuant to Rule 16(a).
