ORDER

An initial review of the complaint filed in this matter reveals that the issues raised
are legal or appellate in nature and do not involve allegations of ethical misconduct.

Most cases involving drugs are initially charged as felonies. If the prosecutor
requests a waiver, less serious cases can be taken out of the superior court and heard in
the justice court. The right to be represented by a court-appointed attorney only applies to
cases where the state is asking for jail time, or where the crime is one of moral turpitude.
A possession of paraphernalia charge does not trigger that right. Any person may hire a
lawyer at his or her own expense at any time.

Because the commission is not an appellate court and cannot change a judge’s
decisions, the complaint is dismissed pursuant to Rule 16(a).
