ORDER

The commission reviewed the complaint filed in this matter and found insufficient
evidence of judicial misconduct to justify further investigation.

The complainant alleged that her credit was ruined because a hearing officer ruled
improperly and the judgment against her was reported to a credit bureau. The record
shows that the complainant appeared for the small claims hearing, a judgment was entered
against her for $300, and she paid the judgment on the day of the hearing. There is no
evidence that the hearing officer acted improperly, and the decision itself is outside the
commission’s jurisdiction to review.  

The complaint is dismissed pursuant to Rule 16(a).
