ORDER

The commission reviewed the complaint and found no misconduct on the part of the
superior court commissioner who conducted the settlement discussion in the underlying
criminal case. During a settlement discussion, a judge or commissioner may talk frankly
with a defendant about the possible outcomes of a trial and give an evaluation of the
strengths or weaknesses of the case. If the defendant decides not to enter a plea, then the
case returns to a different trial judge for final resolution. A motion to withdraw a plea can
only be decided by the trial judge.

Because the contents of the complaint do not support the claims, the complaint is
dismissed pursuant to Rules 16(a) and 23(a).
