The complainant alleged that a superior court judge demonstrated bias and violated
his due process rights by failing to rule on his numerous motions. The commission
reviewed the matter and found no evidence of misconduct on the part of the judge. An
online minute entry dated December 21, 2011, revealed that the court addressed all filings
by the complainant, including several motions that had been on hold because of a pending
appeal. The record shows no pleadings have been pending more than 60 days in the
complainant’s case.  Accordingly, the complaint is dismissed pursuant to Rules 16(a) and
23.
