ORDER 

The complainant alleged a justice of the peace improperly made rulings on a 
protective order matter after being disqualified. Additionally, the complainant alleges 
that the justice of the peace failed to set further proceedings after his ruling was 
reversed and remanded on appeal.  

The responsibility of the Commission on Judicial Conduct is to impartially 
determine if the judge engaged in conduct that violated the provisions of Article 6.1 
of the Arizona Constitution or the Code of Judicial Conduct and, if so, to take 
appropriate disciplinary action. The purpose and authority of the commission is 
limited to this mission. 

The judge no longer held office as of January 1, 2017. As part of a stipulated 
resolution in another case, the commission determined that no further action was 
warranted under the circumstances and directed the file in this matter be closed.  

Commission member Art Hinshaw did not participate in the consideration of 
this case.
