ORDER

The complainant alleged a pro tem municipal court judge improperly denied
her request for a hearing on an injunction against harassment.

The role of the Commission on Judicial Conduct is to impartially determine
whether a judicial officer has engaged in conduct that violates the Arizona Code of
Judicial Conduct or Article 6.1 of the Arizona Constitution. There must be clear
and convincing evidence of such a violation in order for the Commission to take
disciplinary action against a judicial officer.

The Commission reviewed all relevant available information and concluded
there was not clear and convincing evidence of ethical misconduct in this matter.
The Commission approved sending the judge an advisory letter reminding her that
a judicial officer must exercise independent judgment of what the law may/may not
require, rather than relying on court policy. The complaint is therefore dismissed
pursuant to Commission Rules 16(a) and 23(a).

Commission member Roger D. Barton did not participate in the consideration
of this matter.
