The Complainant alleged a superior court judge failed to timely rule on a
motion to compel.

The role of the Commission on Judicial Conduct is to impartially determine
whether a judicial officer has engaged in conduct that violates the Arizona Code of
Judicial Conduct or Article 6.1 of the Arizona Constitution. There must be clear and
convincing evidence of such a violation in order for the Commission to take
disciplinary action against a judicial officer.

The Commission reviewed all relevant available information and concluded
there was not clear and convincing evidence of ethical misconduct in this matter.
The complaint is therefore dismissed pursuant to Commission Rules 16(a) and
23(a).

Despite my efforts to
explain the necessity of updating my records for personal safety, there remains a lack of
understanding among relevant authorities. I have diligently pursued a resolution, even

updating my birth certificate in to comply with requirements. However,
recent correspondence from the demonstrates a continued disregard for the court
order's implications for my safety. Furthermore, the School District's refusal

to update my high school diploma underscores the widespread misunderstanding of the
sealed name change order significance. By seeking the Court's clarification of this order,
